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I. The Justification of Grace (Romans 8:30a) 
1. His grace is ever-present. (Romans 5:20) 
2. His grace is effervescent. (2 Corinthians 9:8) 

 
II. The Sanctification of Grace (Galatians 2:16) “For no one will ever be made right 

with God by obeying the law.” 
1. Grace is always an endowment. (Isaiah 64:6) 
2. Grace is never an entrapment. (Hebrews 11:6) 

 
III. The Glorification of Grace (Ephesians 2:9b) “. . . not of works, lest anyone should 

boast.” 
1. Grace eliminates our work for it. (Romans 8:30b) 
2. Grace emancipates our worth in it (Gal. 6:14)
