Frequently Asked Questions – Holy Land Trip 2019

Informational meeting dates: Wed Oct 17th after Wednesday night dinner. Sunday Oct 28th at 12:15. Both in the Theatre room.

IF YOU DO NOT HAVE YOUR PASSPORT OR ARE GETTING IT RENEWED GO AHEAD AND SEND IN YOUR REGISTRATION/PAYMENT. IF RENEWING PLEASE SEND ALONG COPY OF THE PAGE WITH YOUR PICTURE AND INFO. THEN WHEN THE PASSPORT ARRIVES SEND A COPY TO QUEST. 

The dates of the trip are Nov 4, 2019 and return either Nov 12 or 13th depending on flights. 

The flights can not be determined until around mid December 2018 when the airlines make available their schedules. Layover time at the one stop is between 2-3 hours so if there is a delay in the first flight we should be covered. 

Costs are based on the number of people traveling. On the back page of the brochure you can see the breakdown. The price on the front page is based on 40+ travelers. 

What is covered: Airfare, transportation, hotels, breakfast and dinner, guide service, tips, entrance fees and porterage.  Boat ride on Sea of Galilee and cable car ride up Masada. 

What is not covered: your lunches and tips, (suggested to be 10-15%)

Deposits of $300 and registration form are due November 25th and are to be sent directly to Quest. In January, if space is still available, the trip will be open to others. 

Payment schedule: 2nd Payment due June 7th, 2019. Full payment due August 21, 2019

Passport: must be valid until at least May 31, 2020

Rates are based on double occupancy.

The airline tax and fuel surcharge is estimated at $688 and exchange rate are based on date of quotation and can change up to 30-days prior to departure. 

GET TRIP INSURANCE ONCE YOU HAVE DECIDED TO GO ON THIS TRIP.  Clark Howard's website has good information about this. More on this during informational meetings.

Read over the registration form completely.

Land Only Passengers: are responsible for their own flights. This group includes those who are going onto other destinations after the tour, those who want to upgrade to business class or other level of seating, and if you want to use miles. 

If land only passengers do not arrive around the same time as the group, they are responsible for their own transportation to the hotel upon arrival. There are taxis available at the airport. Rough estimate for taxi fare to hotel is $90.

Nights: 4 nights in Jerusalem, 2 nights in Tiberias, and 1 night Netanya. 

Hotel and air reservations are subject to confirmation and availability. 

Is it best to exchange money here or there? How is that done? 

You can do this there at the ATM machines. Dollars are also ok to use. The guides will direct us on when and where to get funds. 

FYI there is no bathroom on the motor coach. But the guides are used to having requests to stop if a facility is required.

 What is the dress code for men and women? 

Both will have to keep their shoulders and knees covered. The guide will direct us on this. 

Weather in Israel, but this is just an estimate. The weather will be what it will be so come prepared. 

Jerusalem Nov: 54-66 degrees, 2.4 inches of rain and 7 days in Nov., 8 hours of sun.

Tiberias Nov: 79-61 degrees, 2 inches of rain and 6 days in Nov.

If you have a diet restriction please email Quest at questgroup@questtravelgroup.com. They will take note of this with the airlines and with their office in Jerusalem once you have registered. Breakfast and dinner are buffet style so you can pick and choose what is best for your restrictions. 

Physical limitations: There is a lot of walking from morning to night. You should be prepared to wear comfortable clothes and sneakers for the moderate exertion in each day. Some areas have hills and steps. Attending all sites is not mandatory. If someone wishes to hang back on the bus or sit in a gift shop, coffee or lunch spot near the site, they  are welcome to do so. Or they could even stay back at the hotel. 

Be sure to let your bank know about your trip so they are aware when charges come to them from Israel. Be sure to check with the guide about using the credit cards, they will advise us on that. It is usually not a problem, but they may not take America Express. 

Be sure to turn your water off to or at the house before leaving if no one will be there. 

If you are a US citizen there are no Visa requirement to enter the country.
