Say: When we choose to follow Jesus, we’re part of the
body of Christ—God’s Church. We each have something
special to share with the world to show God’s love, like
each body part has something special to do to keep the
body healthy.

1. Draw a simple, large outline of a clothed person on
the butcher paper. Make it big enough to stretch the
length of your paper. See example sketch on back.

Label the picture, “Body of Christ—The Church.”

Kids choose a different job in the Body of Christ
from the first column of the Body of Christ activity
supplement on the back of this guide.

4. Kids draw or write one way a person can do the job
they selected in (or near) the area of the body that
corresponds with it. Example: Where eyes go, draw
a picture of someone being kind and merciful.

5. If time allows, kids decorate and color their “Body
of Christ.”

To Do

Say: When we choose to follow Jesus, we’re a part of
God’s family—the Church! He fills us with His love, and
He wants us to share it with all our brothers and sisters in
His Church! Let’'s make a magnet you can take home and
hang up somewhere to remind you to do that.

1. Give each kid a 1 John 4:7 activity sheet.

2. Kids draw or write ways to show God’s love to their
brothers and sisters in Christ in the blank area under
the verse on the sheet. If kids get stuck, offer
suggestions. Examples: helping, giving, praying
together, laughing together, sharing, encouraging,
comforting, visiting someone who'’s sick, efc.

3. Help kids stick 2 magnets on the back of their sheet:
one at the top, and one at the bottom.

4. Encourage kids to take it home and ask permission
to hang it somewhere they’ll see it often, like on their
refrigerator or their locker at school.

5. If time allows, kids further decorate their magnet
sheets with markers.

To Do

1. Show kids the doll.

Say: Let’s pretend this doll is our neighbor. They need
help! They’re sick, hungry, cold, hurt, and need a friend to
talk to. Let’s say today’s Point together to remind us what
to do.

2. Say the point together: Good neighbors care,
share, and they’re always there.

3. Give each kid a label marked with a “” from the first
column of the bandage labels sheet. If you have
extra labels, give kids more than one.

4. Kids pass the doll around to stick the bandages onto
the doll to spell out the point.

5. Remove labels from the doll, and repeat the game
with the labels marked with a “#” from the second
column of the bandage labels sheet, but time kids
with a timer on your phone or by counting.

6. If time allows, repeat the game with labels marked
with a “#” from the third column. Challenge kids to
beat their previous time.
