ABOUT WORSHIP

Worship at Living Hope is designed to fill you with hope! The message you hear at Living Hope will cen-
ter you on your Savior, Jesus, and what he's done for you. Worship isn't just about filling up God with

praise. Worship is all about God filling you with good news!

We follow a basic order of service, called the liturgy. In the message, in specially selected Scripture
readings, and in carefully crafted songs, prayers, and creeds, the liturgy proclaims the good news
(gospel) about Jesus from start to finish. Gospel-centered worship is also designed to include
participation of those in attendance.

Sermon Reading Romans 8:12-17

2Therefore, brothers and sisters, we have an obligation—but it is not to the
flesh, to live according to it. **For if you live according to the flesh, you will die;
but if by the Spirit you put to death the misdeeds of the body, you will live.

YFor those who are led by the Spirit of God are the children of God. **The Spirit
you received does not make you slaves, so that you live in fear again; rather, the
Spirit you received brought about your adoption to sonship. And by him we cry,

Wisconsin Lutheran High School’s traveling steel pan drum band, Viking Steel, has a summer
tour in Tennessee and Georgia this year and Living Hope gets to host one of their free concerts
at our church.
