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NEXT STEPS FOR GCUMC 
 
Dear Church, 
  I hope that you as you read this that each of you is healthy and well.  I miss seeing so many of you.  It is hard for me to believe that 
it has been over five months now since we all met together in person in the sanctuary, during a week in March when it felt like the 
whole world changed.  This has been a hard time for so many of us, and for the body of Christ.  And yet I have been amazed at how 
God has allowed our congregation to keep finding ways to keep connected, to go on worshipping, to continue growing, to creatively 
serve our community, and to keep moving forward.  The pandemic has forced us to change the shape of our ministries, but it has 
not stopped the mission of Christ.  One day, I have a sense that, in some ways at least, our church will look back on this time as 
one of our finest hours as a congregation.  All glory to God for God's faithfulness! 
 
  Throughout the pandemic, we have been guided by a "next right step" approach.  There's a reason Scripture says that God's word 
is a lamp unto our feet, and not a headlight or spotlight that lets us see a mile ahead.  Instead we are called to trust God with each 
single step we take.  And yet this is enough:  you can make a thousand mile journey one step at a time.   
 
  During this season when it seems everything changes from week to week, instead of drawing up a grand comprehensive road map 
months ahead of time, we have been humbly praying to know where our feet should take us next.  As we move towards the end of 
summer, I'd like share with you some of the next right steps that we envision taking over the next month or so. 
 
WORSHIP 

  While we are encouraged by some recent improving trends, unfortunately it does not currently appear likely that we will be 
returning to the sanctuary for congregational worship in September.  We will continue to offer outdoor worship at 8:4 5am and at 
*7:00 pm each Sunday, and we will continue to offer a high quality online worship experience each week for those who cannot 
gather in person.  At the same time, we are still moving forward to prepare ourselves for when we can return to the sanctuary.  
Thanks to our amazing volunteer Tech Team, we have purchased and have begun installing some new cameras and technology 
that will soon allow us to offer a livestream of sanctuary worship each week.  Sometime in September, we hope to transition from 
our current pre-recorded online worship experience to a live stream of a Sunday morning worship experience broadcast from the 
sanctuary.  This live stream would be available for viewing anytime on our YouTube channel, and will still include some great pre-
recorded elements (such as choir performances), but will be easier to produce and will be less taxing on our overworked video 
volunteers.  In the beginning, only the worship leaders will be present in the sanctuary for this live stream, but the addition of this 
technology means that, after we return to congregational sanctuary worship, even those who cannot gather in person will be able 
join in worship each Sunday morning from wherever they are.  
*Please note that starting on Sept. 6 our evening worship service will begin at 6:30 pm to beat the sunset. 
 
WEDNESDAY PRAYER AND FRIDAY COMMUNION 

  To allow another way to gather, to connect, and to worship, we will offer both an in-person and an online Zoom time of prayer with 
the pastors each Wednesday at noon.  All are invited to participate, and no one will be forced to pray aloud unless they volunteer to.  
Beginning this Friday, August 29th, we also plan to offer a drive-up Holy Communion experience from 11:00-11:30am for those who 
are unable to gather in person for outdoor worship.  We do not know yet if this will become a weekly offering - we will see how 
things go this week - but we hope that these experiences will help people to gather even in a limited way.  
 
WEDNESDAY NIGHT OUT  

  Beginning in mid-September, we are hoping to re-start Wednesday Night Out as a Wednesday Night Take-Out experience.  We 
envision folks being able to drive-in at the church to pick up their meal.  They could then either take it home or choose to set up a 
chair in the grass and to eat outside with others in a safe, socially distanced environment.  (Think of this as Wednesday Night Out-
Side).  We also hope to recruit some volunteers who could make door-step deliveries to some of our elderly members or to folks in 
the community who might need a good meal.   
 
SERVING OUR COMMUNITY 

  This week we are continuing to try to Fill the Pews with donations of grocery, cleaning, and toiletry items for our community 
partners.  This Sunday morning at Outdoor Worship our friends from Greensboro Urban Ministry will have the truck we helped them 
to purchase present on our campus, so that we can offer a prayer of blessing over the truck and fill it with our donations.  We are 
also recruiting virtual learning buddies to help the students at Jefferson elementary - see the announcement in this week's 
newsletter.  Our Preschool continues its preparations to re-open on September 8th.

and Purchase a New Truck! 

 

GCUMC Blesses GUM’s New Truck! 

 
Greensboro Urban Ministry has been collecting and distributing food to hungry people for over 50 years!  With 

help from GCUMC and the community, GUM has greatly increased capacity to house and distribute more food!  

Hungry people can now receive food 2 times/month!   

 

With the 2019 GCUMC Easter Mission Offering, GCUMC donated over $15,000 to the 

GUM Food pantry.  This contribution along with help from A&T engineering students and a 

grant from the Weaver Foundation enabled the Food Pantry to 

reconfigure space, update equipment, upgrade systems, and significantly 

increase efficiency. GCUMC funds purchased a reach-in freezer and 

refrigerator as well as new shelving, new grocery carts, new food 

delivery door, etc. As a result, client wait time was decreased and more food orders are 

processed daily. This renovation was so timely as GUM was better positioned to respond to 

the challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic and safely feed many people with less personnel.  

 

The 2020 GCUMC Easter Mission Offering raised over $17,000 for the GUM Food Pantry. The GUM Food 

truck was in the shop more than on the road! GUM picks up food from grocery stores all over Greensboro. 

GCUMC volunteers transport some of this donated food from GUM to Partnership Village on Friday 

afternoons. Through the GCUMC donation and donations from the Cone Mills Charitable Fund and Blue Bell 

Foundation (through GCUMC member Terry Weatherford, Trustee of both) GUM now has a new Food Pantry 

truck!
