Living Beyond Ourselves 
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Tom’s note… 
 
    Humility is something you choose; it is not something you try.  
    Of all the disciples who could have talked about this character trait, Peter put it most practically: “All of you, clothe 
yourselves with humility toward one another.” Peter was infamous for a lack of humility in his early days, filled with 
pride, reckless, and boasting of self-assurance. By the time he wrote these words he had lived another 30 years. 
Through those years he had made mistakes, faced relational challenges and endured persecution on several levels – 
all which led him to become a humble man. Now, as a man of maturity, Peter summarized what he had learned. He 
said that following Jesus meant considering the people in our lives every day as the priority, and intentionally acting in 
ways that will benefit them instead of focusing on benefits for ourselves. Humility meant following the example of Jesus 
who gave up his life on the cross for the good of others. 
    This kind of living is challenging. It goes against the culture that focuses on winning and success. It goes against our 
natural bent that is always asking “what’s in this for me?” By definition the one who is humble may not receive any 
reward for their actions, and that is the point. They move into discipleship not for notoriety or gain, but to be like their 
leader who came to serve and give, even though that kind of life was hard.C.S. Lewis wrote: “Every time you make a 
choice you are turning the central part of you into something a little different from what it was before. Each of us is 
progressing to be one state of the other … either into a heavenly creature or into a hellish creature.” 
    Peter was a flawed man whose failings were infamous. He lived in a community where they knew his sins and his 
strengths, but they also knew that as Peter set his heart on pleasing God, that choice through time shifted and 
reshaped his life. He stopped living for himself and living to please a crowd. He focused on living for God, and that 
choice made all the difference.  
    In a culture where narcissism is easily encouraged and rewarded, the church of Jesus Christ offers an alternative 
way of living. As we choose to follow Jesus, and that choice makes all the difference in the world.
