Rejoice always, pray continually, give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18). 
Have you ever struggled to know God’s will? Finding God’s will can seem like a great mystery. However, the way to walk in God’s best and highest day after day might not be so mysterious. In fact, it might be much easier than you think. The apostle Paul gives us a very simple formula for walking in God’s will. In 1 Thessalonians, he mentions three keys. 
· Rejoice Always – No matter what you are facing, you can rejoice in the unchanging character of God. Times and seasons may change, but God’s goodness never changes. 
· Pray Continually – In John 15, Jesus talks about “abiding” in the vine. The way to continually abide in God’s presence is by talking to Him. This ensures that we make decisions from a place of peace.

· Give Thanks in All Circumstances – We all go through trials, but we are still exhorted to give thanks. In both blessing and testing, giving thanks keeps you in the center of God’s will. When you live from a place of gratitude, you invite more of God into your life. From that place, you will be able to fulfill whatever work God has assigned to you in that particular season. You will be able to love better, serve better and give more away. 
When you make these three things your lifestyle, you will discover that you are walking in God’s ways.
