A Reflection from Fr. Perry 
 
We had a mulberry tree in our yard at our last house on Myrtle Avenue. It was tall 
and sturdy, and every year as winter faded into spring, big green leaves would grow 
all over the tree. The rate at which the leaves grew was astonishing, and there was 
something beautiful and almost magical about those bright green early spring 
leaves. And we always knew the fruit was coming right after those leaves: big, juicy, 
wine-colored mulberries would cover the tree.  
 
In the few years we lived there, we noticed something strange. Even though Easter 
is what is considered a “moveable feast,” meaning it doesn’t occur on the same day 
every year, the fruit would always appear on the tree at Easter. When Easter was 
early, we’d have mulberries in March. When Easter was later, we’d still be picking 
them in May. Year after year, it was always the same: Easter was mulberry season. 
 

I’ve been thinking about that mulberry tree a lot this year. That’s because in most years, Passover happens right 
around the time that Western churches are commemorating Holy Week. The Western celebration of Easter 
then follows, and Eastern/Orthodox churches usually observe Easter a week later than we do. This year, none of 
that holds. Churches based on the Western (Gregorian) calendar celebrated Easter on March 31. Passover then 
starts at sundown this coming Monday, April 22. And Orthodox churches will not celebrate Easter until May 5 
this year, two weeks before we will mark the end of the 50 Days and celebrate Pentecost. I wonder if that poor 
mulberry tree is as confused by the calendar as we are. 
 
For those of you looking ahead (ok, maybe just me?), next year will be a little closer to a “normal” year: Passover 
will once again be first, beginning at Sundown on April 12, but then ALL Christians—East and West—will 
observe Holy Week and Easter April 13 – 20. 
 
“That’s all interesting,” you might be thinking, “but 
what’s the point?” Fair question, so here are three 
takeaways: 

Wish your Jewish friends and neighbors a Peaceful 
and Happy Passover this Tuesday. Some will 
celebrate for a day, others for a week, but 
sundown Monday to sundown Tuesday is the 
day that’s appropriate for everyone. Likewise, 
wish your Orthodox friends and neighbors a 
Happy Easter on May 5. 

 
For those of us who use the solar calendar, all of this 

can be confusing, but that’s because the dates of 
Passover and Easter are determined by lunar 
calendars. If you’re interested in learning about 
the Western determination of Easter Sunday, 
The Royal Museums of Greenwich have an 
interesting page you can study at a webpage 
called “When Is Easter” —

The Book of Common Prayer also has something to say about this. In the very back of the BCP, in the parts of the 
book that most people don’t study, you’ll find a table on page 880. This table tells you how to find the Golden 
Number and Sunday Letter to calculate the date of Easter for any year. When you figure it out, please explain it 
to me.
