Operation Christmas Child

Six weeks are remaining in this year’s Operation Christmas Child, our annual participation in Samaritans Purse’s mission for
God’s children around the world. As we did last year, there will be physical shoeboxes available to be completed by you as well
as the online option to complete shoeboxes. Empty shoeboxes are available in the Narthex, the Veterans Memorial Gathering

Room, outside Hinton Hall, and outside of room F145 on the 1% floor of the Sheldon Family Life Center.
Completed shoeboxes are to be returned by Sunday, November 16, and can be returned to these

same locations.

The cost of the Build On-Line Shoebox option is $30, and these shoeboxes are delivered to certain
locations with special custom and cultural needs. This year we have increased the goal and expanded
the timeframe, and are currently at 14% of this year’s goal of 80 online shoeboxes.
