Scripture: Acts 2:22-41 (English Standard Version Bible)

22 “Men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with mighty works and wonders
and signs that God did through him in your midst, as you yourselves know— 2 this Jesus, delivered up according to the
definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of lawless men. 2* God raised him up,
loosing the pangs of death, because it was not possible for him to be held by it. 2° For David says concerning him, “I
saw the Lord always before me, for he is at my right hand that | may not be shaken; 26 therefore my heart was glad, and
my tongue rejoiced; my flesh also will dwell in hope. ?7 For you will not abandon my soul to Hades, or let your Holy One
see corruption.

2 “Brothers, | may say to you with confidence about the patriarch David that he both died and was buried, and his
tomb is with us to this day. ¥ Being therefore a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that
he would set one of his descendants on his throne, 3! he foresaw and spoke about the resurrection of the Christ, that
he was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh see corruption. 3 This Jesus God raised up, and of that we all are
witnesses. 3 Being therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of
the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this that you yourselves are seeing and hearing. 3 For David did not ascend into
the heavens, but he himself says, ““The Lord said to my Lord, “Sit at my right hand, 3* until | make your enemies your
footstool.””

Mark your calendars and save the date for “Rainforest Falls: Exploring the Nature of God” Vacation Bible School. Registration
is underway for the 2026 Vacation Bible School, being held Monday, June 22" through Friday, June 26", at Duluth First United
Methodist Church. Vacation Bible School, held from 9 a.m. to noon each day, is for kids going into pre-Kindergarten (age 4 as
of September 1%) through rising 6" graders. The cost is $30 per child with a maximum of $70 per family. Each day participants
will participate in Bible story time, sing songs, play games, make crafts, and eat snacks.

In 2025 The United Methodist Church launched a new vision statement - “To love boldly, serve joyfully, and lead courageously.”

In 1748,
just a decade after his heart-warming spiritual awakening, Wesley established the
still-thriving Kingswood School to provide high-quality education to the children of
coal miners, as well as adults.

So it makes sense that as the people called Methodist “spread scriptural holiness
over the land,” they planted not only churches but also schools for all ages. Those
campuses eventually came to include United Methodist seminaries and theological
schools to educate clergy around the globe. But ensuring would-be pastors can pay
for their education has long been a challenge — especially in Africa, the Philippines
and parts of Europe. While 71% of United Methodist clergy in the U.S. have a master’s degree or higher in theology, less than
5% of clergy in Africa, Europe and the Philippines can say the same.

That’s where Miracle Sunday comes in. The one-time offering is scheduled to take place in the denomination’s more than
30,000 congregations on Sunday, May 17, the final Sunday of this year’s Easter season. The offering will raise funds for the
Endowment for Theological Education in Africa, Europe and the Philippines.
