¢ Kindergarten and grades 9 — 12: Beginning Sunday, June 21%, select an empty
backpack which will include a school supplies list and note on the return
process. Backpacks will be available for pickup in the Veterans Memorial
Gathering Room. Shop for school supplies to fill it with and return completed
backpacks no later than Sunday, July 12",
