We welcome the sound of children in worship. If your young child is distracting to you, you are welcome
to do any of the following:

e There is a nursery available downstairs. Exit the sanctuary via the door on the right and go straight
down the stairs.

Instead of going downstairs, go down the hall
and the cry room is on the right. You can view the worship service through a window. The cry room is
equipped with a changing table.
