Use these Scriptures and prayer prompts each week to guide your 
intercession.

Isaiah 40:31
“Those who trust in the Lord will renew their strength… 
they will run and not become weary, they will walk and 
not faint.”

• Pray that God will renew your strength and the strength 
of our church as we place our confidence fully in Him.

• Ask the Lord to lift weary hearts and restore courage for 
the days ahead.

• Pray for a spirit of endurance as we wait on God with 
expectation during this Advent season.

Romans 15:13

Holy Spirit.”

• Pray for a renewed confidence in God’s love—a love 
stronger than fear, doubt, or uncertainty.

• Ask God to help our church remain rooted in His love as 
we love one another faithfully.

• Pray that God’s love will shape our attitudes, actions, and 
relationships.

Romans 5:8
“God proves his own love for us in that while we were still 
sinners, Christ died for us.”

• Thank God for the sacrificial love displayed through 
Christ’s death.

• Pray that this good news will stir humility, gratitude, and 
a spirit of repentance.

• Ask God to help us reflect this sacrificial love to our 
community.

Romans 8:38–39
“Nothing… will be able to separate us from the love of God 
that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.”

• Pray for confidence in God’s unshakeable love, especially 
for those walking through hardship.

• Ask God to anchor our church in the security of His 
eternal faithfulness.

• Pray that this assurance will embolden our worship, 
service, and mission.

As you pray and fast this month, let your heart rest in the beauty 

of Advent—Christ has come, Christ is present, and Christ will 
come again. Gratitude strengthens the soul, uplifts weary hearts, 

and unites the church in purpose.
