First Lesson The Book of Jeremiah 4:11-28



A Reading from the Book of the prophet Jeremiah
" At that time it will be said to this people and to Jerusalem: A hot wind comes from
me out of the bare heights in the desert towards my poor people, not to winnow or
cleanse— "*a wind too strong for that. Now it is I who speak in judgement against
them.
13 Look! He comes up like clouds,
his chariots like the whirlwind;
his horses are swifter than eagles—
woe to us, for we are ruined!
O Jerusalem, wash your heart clean of wickedness
so that you may be saved.
How long shall your evil schemes
lodge within you?
> For a voice declares from Dan
and proclaims disaster from Mount Ephraim.

But I received mercy because I had
acted ignorantly in unbelief, % and the grace of our Lord overflowed for me with the
faith and love that are in Christ Jesus. > The saying is sure and worthy of full
acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners—of whom I am the
foremost. ** But for that very reason I received mercy, so that in me, as the foremost,
