Church in East Peoria, IL. Her work with Native American people continues through her involvement in
the United Methodist Native American Caucus and the Native American Course of Study (a school for
pastoral training).

Carol was the District Superintendent of the Kaskaskia River District from 2014 to 2022 and is very
familiar with the Salem area. Carol is coming back to full-time ministry after two years of retirement in
which she has been coaching church leadership, teaching, and has been engaged in research and writing
in the area of pastoral/spiritual care.
