Lectionary Summary 
Jesus Is Our Good Samaritan 

 The Law commands that “you shall love the Lord your God” with all your heart, soul, mind and strength (Luke 10:27), 
and that you shall “love your neighbor as yourself” (Lev. 19:18). Love fulfills the Law because love does no harm to the neighbor. Christ 
Jesus is the Good Samaritan, who with divine compassion saves you from all evil. He takes your sin and death upon Himself and bears 
these in His body to the cross. He binds up your wounds with the healing balm of His Gospel, and He brings you into His Church, 
where He takes care of you at His own expense (Luke 10:34–35). By such mercy, He proves “to be a neighbor to the man who fell 
among the robbers” (Luke 10:36). Therefore, “you go, and do likewise” (Luke 10:37). By “your faith in Christ Jesus” and “because of 
the hope laid up for you in heaven” (Col. 1:4–5), you have the same love for others as the Lord Jesus has for you. 

 

Old Testament Reading Leviticus 18:1–5; 19:9–18 
 1 The LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 2“Speak to the people of Israel and say to them, I am 
the LORD your God. 3You shall not do as they do in the land of Egypt, where you lived, and you 
shall not do as they do in the land of Canaan, to which I am bringing you. You shall not walk in 
their statutes. 4You shall follow my rules and keep my statutes and walk in them. I am the LORD 
your God.

 15“You shall do no injustice in court. You shall not be partial to the poor or defer to the 
great, but in righteousness shall you judge your neighbor. 16You shall not go around as a slanderer 
among your people, and you shall not stand up against the life of your neighbor: I am the LORD. 
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 17“You shall not hate your brother in your heart, but you shall reason frankly with your 
neighbor, lest you incur sin because of him. 18You shall not take vengeance or bear a grudge against 
the sons of your own people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself: I am the LORD.”

Therefore, we invite all baptized Christians who have 
been instructed in the Christian faith and who believe that Jesus offers here His true Body and Blood, in, with, and under the elements of 
bread and wine, for the strengthening of their bodies and souls, cleansing them of their old nature and giving them new life, to join us at 
His table.  If you have any questions about this, please speak to our pastor.  He will be happy to discuss it with you.
