Lectionary Summary

We Are Humbled and Exalted by the Cross of Christ
“Bveryone who exalts himself will be bumbled,” Jesus proclaims, but “he who humbles himself will be exalted” (Luke 14:11). For your
hape is in the name of the Lord, who humbled Himself unto death on the cross and was exalted in His resurrection. So, are you bumbled by His
cross, and “at the resurrection of the just,” He will say to you, “Friend, move up higher” (Luke 14:10, 13—14)¢ By His grace, the King will honor
you “Gn the presence of a noble,” where your eyes will gazge upon the Prince, His dearly beloved Son (Prov. 25:7). As He has dealt so gracionsly with
you, “do not neglect to do good and to share what you have” (Heb. 13:16), and “do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers” (Heb. 13:2).
Humble yourself and exalt your neighbor.

Old Testament Reading Proverbs 25:2—10

’It is the glory of God to conceal things,
but the glory of kings is to search things out.

Do not be led away by diverse and strange teachings, for it is good for the heatt to be
strengthened by grace, not by foods, which have not benefited those devoted to them. '"We have
an altar from which those who setrve the tent have no right to eat. ''For the bodies of those animals
whose blood is brought into the holy places by the high priest as a sacrifice for sin are burned
outside the camp. '“So Jesus also suffered outside the gate in order to sanctify the people through
his own blood. PTherefore let us go to him outside the camp and bear the reproach he endured.
"“For here we have no lasting city, but we seek the city that is to come. *Through him then let us
continually offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips that acknowledge his name.
Do not neglect to do good and to share what you have, for such sacrifices ate pleasing to God.

"Obey your leaders and submit to them, for they are keeping watch over your souls, as
those who will have to give an account. Let them do this with joy and not with groaning, for that
would be of no advantage to you.

Then you will be
honoted in the presence of all who sit at table with you. ""For everyone who exalts himself will be
humbled, and he who humbles himself will be exalted.”

?He said also to the man who had invited him, “When you give a dinner or a banquet, do
not invite your friends or your brothers or your relatives or rich neighbors, lest they also invite you
in return and you be repaid. "But when you give a feast, invite the poor, the ctrippled, the lame, the
blind, '*and you will be blessed, because they cannot repay you. You will be repaid at the
resurrection of the just.”
