Lectionary Summary
The Risen Lord Jesus Is with Us in Holy Baptism and in ‘the Breaking of the Bread’
From “before the foundation of the world” until heaven and earth pass away, “the word of the Lord remains forever” (1

Peter 1:20, 25). This “living and abiding word of God” is the preaching of Christ Jesus, namely that God “raised him from the dead
and gave him glory” (1 Peter 1:21, 23). By this living word, we “have been born again” to eternal life (1 Peter 1:23) and ransomsed
from our sinful and mortal life “with the precions blood of Christ” (1 Peter 1:18—19). This living word also calls us to repentance, to
dying and rising in Holy Baptism “in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins” (Acts 2:38). In this, we receive the Holy
Spirit “for you and for your children and for all who are far off” (Acts 2:39). Through the preaching of His cross and resurrection, Jesus
draws near to bring us “into his glory” (Luke 24:26). As He opens the Scriptures, He opens our minds to comprebend “the things
concerning himself” (Luke 24:27), and He brings us to know Him “in the breaking of the bread” (Luke 24:35).

First Reading Acts 2:14a, 3641

"“Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up his voice and addressed them, . . .

et all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God has made him both Lord
and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.”

’Now when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of
the apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?” And Peter said to them, “Repent and be baptized
every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive
the gift of the Holy Spirit. *For the promise is for you and for your children and for all who are far
off, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to himself.” **And with many other words he bore
witness and continued to exhort them, saying, “Save yourselves from this crooked generation.” *'So
those who received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three thousand
souls.

So he went in to stay with them. **When he was at table with them, he took the
bread and blessed and broke it and gave it to them. *'And their eyes were opened, and they
recognized him. And he vanished from their sight. **They said to each other, “Did not our hearts
burn within us while he talked to us on the road, while he opened to us the Scriptures?” **And they
rose that same hour and returned to Jerusalem. And they found the eleven and those who were
with them gathered together, **saying, “The Lord has risen indeed, and has appeared to Simon!”

*Then they told what had happened on the road, and how he was known to them in the breaking
of the bread.
