Lectionary Summary 
The Holy Triune God Recreates Us in the Image and Likeness of Christ Jesus 

 The holy Triune God “created the heavens and the earth,” and “behold, it was very good” (Gen. 1:1, 31). However, after 
Adam and Eve fell into sin and plunged God’s good creation into decay and death, the Son of God would be “delivered up according to 
the definite plan and foreknowledge of God” to be “crucified and killed by the hands of lawless men” (Acts 2:23). As Jesus “received 
from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit” (Acts 2:33), He also raises up all the baptized and pours out the Spirit upon them 
through the preaching of His Gospel. He sends out His apostles to “make disciples of all nations” by “baptizing them in the name of the 
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,” and “teaching them to observe all that [He has] commanded” (Matt. 28:19–20). 
Through such baptizing and teaching — Gospel and Sacraments — the holy Triune God recreates us in the image and likeness of His 
incarnate Son, Jesus, the Christ, and behold, it is “very good” (Gen. 1:31). 
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Old Testament Reading Genesis 1:1—2:4a 
 1In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. 2The earth was without form 
and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over the 
face of the waters. 
 3And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. 4And God saw that the light was 
good. And God separated the light from the darkness. 5God called the light Day, and the darkness 
he called Night. And there was evening and there was morning, the first day. 
 6And God said, “Let there be an expanse in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the 
waters from the waters.” 7And God made the expanse and separated the waters that were under the 
expanse from the waters that were above the expanse. And it was so. 8And God called the expanse 
Heaven. And there was evening and there was morning, the second day. 
 9And God said, “Let the waters under the heavens be gathered together into one place, 
and let the dry land appear.”

16And God made 
the two great lights—the greater light to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the night—and the 
stars. 17And God set them in the expanse of the heavens to give light on the earth, 18to rule over the 
day and over the night, and to separate the light from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. 
19And there was evening and there was morning, the fourth day. 
 20And God said, “Let the waters swarm with swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly 
above the earth across the expanse of the heavens.” 21So God created the great sea creatures and 
every living creature that moves, with which the waters swarm, according to their kinds, and every 
winged bird according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. 22And God blessed them, saying, 
“Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds multiply on the earth.” 23And 
there was evening and there was morning, the fifth day.

P Dearly beloved, Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of Matthew, “All authority in 
heaven and on earth has been given to Me. Therefore, go and make disciples of all 
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit.” In the last chapter of Mark our Lord promises, “Whoever believes and is 
baptized will be saved.” And the apostle Peter has written, “Baptism now saves you.” 
  

The Word of God also teaches that we are all conceived and born sinful and are under 
the power of the devil until Christ claims us as His own. We would be lost forever unless 
delivered from sin, death, and everlasting condemnation. But the Father of all mercy and 
grace has sent His Son Jesus Christ, who atoned for the sin of the whole world, that 
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life.

The pastor makes the sign of the holy cross upon the forehead and heart of each candidate while saying: 
 

P Lucie, receive the sign of the holy cross both upon your T forehead and upon your T 
heart to mark you as one redeemed by Christ the crucified. 

 

P Let us pray. 
Almighty and eternal God, according to Your strict judgment You condemned the 
unbelieving world through the flood, yet according to Your great mercy You preserved 
believing Noah and his family, eight souls in all. You drowned hard-hearted Pharaoh and 
all his host in the Red Sea, yet led Your people Israel through the water on dry ground, 
foreshadowing this washing of Your Holy Baptism. Through the Baptism in the Jordan 
of Your beloved Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, You sanctified and instituted all waters to 
be a blessed flood and a lavish washing away of sin. 
  
We pray that You would behold Lucie according to Your boundless mercy and bless her 
with true faith by the Holy Spirit, that through this saving flood all sin in her, which has 
been inherited from Adam and which she herself has committed since, would be 
drowned and die. Grant that she be kept safe and secure in the holy ark of the Christian 
Church, being separated from the multitude of unbelievers and serving Your name at all 
times with a fervent spirit and a joyful hope, so that, with all believers in Your promise, 
she would be declared worthy of eternal life; through Jesus Christ, our Lord.

They are, whenever possible, to witness the Baptism of those they sponsor. They are to 
pray for them, support them in their ongoing instruction and nurture in the Christian 
faith, and encourage them toward the faithful reception of the Lord’s Supper. They are 
at all times to be examples to them of the holy life of faith in Christ and love for the 
neighbor. 

  

P Eric and Sydney, is it your intention to serve Lucie as sponsors in the Christian faith? 
     If so, answer with “Yes, with the help of God.” 

R Yes, with the help of God. 
 

P But to you, Adam and Lauren, is given the primary responsibility, and the primary joy, 
to raise up Lucie in the love and grace of the Christian faith. Is it your intention to serve 
in this God given role. To show by word and action how to grow in the Christian faith? 
If so, answer with “Yes, with the help of God.” 

R Yes, with the help of God. 
 

P God enable you all to will and to do this faithful and loving work and, by His grace, 
fulfill what we are unable to do. 

C Amen. 
 

P Hear the Holy Gospel according to St. Mark. 
  

[Parents] brought young children to [Jesus] that He might touch them; but the disciples 
rebuked those who brought them. But when Jesus saw it, He was greatly displeased and 
said to them, “Let the little children come to Me, and do not forbid them; for of such is 
the kingdom of God. Assuredly, I say to you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of 
God as a little child will by no means enter it.” And He took them up in His arms, put 
His hands on them, and blessed them.

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P Would the Congregation please rise and pray with us the prayer that our Lord taught us. 

The pastor places hands on the head of the candidate and the congregation joins in praying.

P Lucie, do you renounce the devil? 

R Yes, I renounce him. 
 

P Do you renounce all his works? 

R Yes, I renounce them. 
 

P Do you renounce all his ways? 

R Yes, I renounce them. 
 

P Do you believe in God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth? 

R Yes, I believe. 
  

P Do you believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy 
Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was 
buried; He descended into hell; the third day He rose again from the dead; He ascended 
into heaven and sits at the right hand of God the Father Almighty; from thence He will 
come to judge the living and the dead? 

R Yes, I believe. 
  

P Do you believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the communion of saints, 
the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting? 

R Yes, I believe. 
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P Lucie, do you desire to be baptized? 

R Yes, I do. 
 

The pastor pours water three times on the head of each candidate while saying: 
 

P Lucie, I baptize you in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 
 

The pastor places his hands on the head of the newly baptized while saying: 
 

P The Almighty God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has given you the new 
birth of water and of the Spirit and has forgiven you all your sins, strengthen you with 

His grace to life T everlasting. 

C Amen. 
 

 

The Pastor may give a white cloth to the parents while saying 

P Accept this fine white cloth to show that Lucie has been clothed with the robe of     
Christ’s righteousness that covers all her sins. So shall she stand without fear before the 
judgement seat of Christ to receive the inheritance prepared for her from the foundation of 
the world. 

 

The pastor may light a baptismal candle from the paschal candle and give it to the newly baptized while saying: 
 

P Receive this burning light to show that Lucie has received Christ who is the Light of the 
world. Live always in the light of Christ, and be ever watchful for His coming, that you 
may meet Him with joy and enter with Him into the marriage feast of the Lamb in His 
Kingdom, which shall have no end. 

 

P Now, to indicate that Lucie is now a baptized child of God and a member of our 
Messiah family, we will move from the baptismal font over to the front of the altar. 

 

P Let us pray. 
Almighty and most merciful God and Father, we thank and praise You that You 
graciously preserve and enlarge Your family and have granted Lucie the new birth in 
Holy Baptism and made her a member of Your Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, and an heir 
of Your heavenly kingdom.  

We thank you for Your goodness to these parents, Adam and Lauren, for enriching their 
home with this new life. Help all of us, especially these sponsors, Eric and Sydney, to act 
as faithful parents, to give to all of Your children love, security, the care that they need, 
and above all, through our love, show Lucie the meaning of Your love. 

Whether we are young or old, we pray that You, Lord, will make our baptism new for us 
each day, so that we may live together in the joy and power of Your Holy Spirit and at 
last live forever in Your presence, through Jesus Christ, our Lord and Savior.

Athanasian Creed 

C Whoever desires to be saved must, above all, hold the catholic faith. 
Whoever does not keep it whole and undefiled will without doubt perish eternally. 
And the catholic faith is this, 
that we worship one God in Trinity and Trinity in Unity, neither confusing the 
persons nor dividing the substance. 
For the Father is one person, the Son is another, and the Holy Spirit is another. 
But the Godhead of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit is one: the 
glory equal, the majesty coeternal. 
Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such is the Holy Spirit: 
the Father uncreated, the Son uncreated, the Holy Spirit uncreated; 
the Father infinite, the Son infinite, the Holy Spirit infinite; 
the Father eternal, the Son eternal, the Holy Spirit eternal. 
And yet there are not three Eternals, but one Eternal, 
just as there are not three Uncreated or three Infinites, but one Uncreated and 
one Infinite. 
In the same way, the Father is almighty, the Son almighty, the Holy Spirit 
almighty; 
and yet there are not three Almighties, but one Almighty. 
So the Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God; 
and yet there are not three Gods, but one God. 
So the Father is Lord, the Son is Lord, the Holy Spirit is Lord; 
and yet there are not three Lords, but one Lord. 
Just as we are compelled by the Christian truth to acknowledge each distinct 
person as God and Lord, so also are we prohibited by the catholic religion to say 
that there are three Gods or Lords. 
The Father is not made nor created nor begotten by anyone. 
The Son is neither made nor created, but begotten of the Father alone. 
The Holy Spirit is of the Father and of the Son, neither made nor created nor 
begotten, but proceeding. 
Thus, there is one Father, not three Fathers; one Son, not three Sons; one Holy 
Spirit, not three Holy Spirits. 
And in this Trinity none is before or after another; none is greater or less than 
another; 
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but the whole three persons are coeternal with each other and coequal, so that in 
all things, as has been stated above, the Trinity in Unity and Unity in Trinity is to 
be worshiped. 
Therefore, whoever desires to be saved must think thus about the Trinity. 
But it is also necessary for everlasting salvation that one faithfully believe the 
incarnation of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Therefore, it is the right faith that we believe and confess that our Lord Jesus 
Christ, the Son of God, is at the same time both God and man. 
He is God, begotten from the substance of the Father before all ages; and He is 
man, born from the substance of His mother in this age: 
perfect God and perfect man, composed of a rational soul and human flesh; 
equal to the Father with respect to His divinity, less than the Father with respect 
to His humanity. 
Although He is God and man, He is not two, but one Christ: 
one, however, not by the conversion of the divinity into flesh, but by the 
assumption of the humanity into God; 
one altogether, not by confusion of substance, but by unity of person. 
For as the rational soul and flesh is one man, so God and man is one Christ, 
who suffered for our salvation, descended into hell, rose again the third day from 
the dead, 
ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father, God 
Almighty, from whence He will come to judge the living and the dead.
