We know a vaccine is on the horizon, and 

in the meantime, we are looking forward to a special 

Christmas Eve Drive-In service. At our January meeting, we 

plan on re-evaluating the situation once again.  
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Annual Congregational Meeting We hold our annual 

meeting via livestream after worship Sunday (Dec. 13). The 

livestream meeting includes a ministries update and a live 

questions and answer period. An online vote asking to 

affirm the 2021 budget and revised bylaws will be available 

from noon Sunday through noon Monday. Information on 

budget and ministries was emailed Monday.  

Financial Update In order to meet this year’s budget, 

$386,000 is needed in the last two months of the year.  

While this is a large amount, our church has had a great 

history of giving generously at each year’s end.  In fact, over 

the previous four years, our members have given an 

average of $389,814 in the last two months to close each 

year.
