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BASIC PRINCIPLES CONCERNING YOUR MONEY

1. Money is not sinful in and of itself. Money is not “the root of all evil” – “the LOVE of money is the root of all evil.” Luke 16:6. Money is not moral, amoral, or immoral. Rom 14:14

2. Spirituality is not determined by one’s material riches. There are Biblical examples of believers who are rich and believers who are poor. 2 Cor 8:9; 1 Chron 29:12-14; Jesus had no place to lay His head and possessed not much more than a robe without seam.

3. Money is a tool to be used, not a master to obey. Mat 6:24. It is a dangerous thing when money or the lack of it begins to control our attitudes and actions.

4. Money can be a hindrance to the purposes of God. In Mat 19:23-26 it kept a rich young ruler from following Jesus. Mat 6:19-20 tells us it can become more important to us than the treasure of heaven! Luke 12:16-21 teaches that it can give a rich person a false sense of security.

5. The love of money can cause many other problems – a lack of contentment, foolish and harmful desires, a wandering away from the faith, and many sorrows.         1 Tim 6:6-11, 17-19; Phil 4:11-13

6. The basic purposes of money are: to provide for our material needs and to provide for others in their times of need. 1 Tim 5:8; 6:8; 1 Cor 9:13-14; Rom 10:15; Eph 4:28; James 2:15-16; 1 John 3:17-18

7. It is God Who gives us the ability to have and earn money. Deut 8:18 But thou shalt remember the Lord thy God; for it is He that giveth thee power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant which He swore unto thy fathers, as it is this day. Every good gift is from above. James 1:17
