"Me and Bobby McGee," is a song famously sung by Janis Joplin around 1969, written by Kris Kristofferson, and is a story about the bittersweet tension between freedom and love. It tells the story of two drifters traveling across America, exploring the emotional highs of shared companionship and the inevitable loneliness that comes with having "nothin' left to lose". 

It’s a catchy tune but an awful philosophy of life. It contains an even worse definition – that of the word freedom. The chorus says, 

Freedom’s just another word for nothin’ left to lose
Nothin’ don’t mean nothin’ hon, if it ain’t free, no no
And feelin’ good was easy...when he sang the blues
You know, feelin’ good was good enough for me
Good enough for me and my Bobby McGee.

Real freedom is worth dying for! Freedom is the dying word on the lips of William Wallace  in Braveheart. Freedom is what the statue stands for in New York Harbor. Freedom has been the battle cry of the United States since 1776, and before. Freedom has cost the lives of over 1.3 million Americans over the last 250 years! Freedom is fought for and bled over, even today.
