They weren’t birth pangs, they were contractions. OK. Pat didn’t like me reminding her of that!

	Then, on January 19, 1978, I was able to be in the delivery room to see our son Benjamin James enter this world. Wow! It was one of the most emotional experiences I have ever had. Pat was amazing. So was my son.

	Our children are grown now. But I remember each one the way they were when we were still at the hospital. They changed our lives in every way imaginable. Being a dad is right up there with being a husband. If God has called you to that role, be the best one you can be. Oh, and you only have one shot at doing that. Give it your all.
