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I. PAUL BEFORE _______ ANTONIUS. Acts 24:1-9

The trial before Felix is the only formal trial found in the gospels. After flattering Felix, Tertullus made the formal charges: Vs 5-6

1. Paul was a troublemaker (pest, plague). This is a blatant charge of sedition against Rome and Judaism. 

2. Paul was a ringleader of the Nazarenes, implying Christians were a dangerous sect and enemies of Rome. 

3. Paul had violated and polluted the Temple! 

These were basically same charges brought against Paul in Asia. They were found false there and they were found false here.
Paul’s ____________. Acts 24:10-23

1. Paul’s initial remarks are brief and cordial.
2. Paul has no history of inciting the Jews. 
3. He did not stir up the crowd. 

Responding to the second charge he took the opportunity to peach a mini message! 

Answering the third charge of defiling the Temple, he was not there defiling, but worshiping and offering sacrifices!

The continuance: Vs 22-23 Paul would appear a second time before Felix. Acts 24:25-27

Did Felix ever get saved? After two years Felix was replaced by Festus.


II. PAUL BEFORE PORCIUS ____________. Acts 25:1-11

Felix was recalled by Rome and Festus was sent in his place. History teaches us Festus was a kinder, gentler governor than was Felix.

Festus honored the right to appear before Caesar due his Roman citizenship. 

III. PAUL BEFORE MARCUS JULIUS ________________. 

Paul is brought before the King in v 23.

In Acts 26 Paul next described his journey to Damascus, his vision of the risen Jesus, and the voice from heaven calling him to be a witness for Him.

Finally, he explained his mission from Jesus: to open people's eyes and turn them from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God, so they can receive forgiveness.

Agrippa was moved by Paul's words, Acts 26:28 Then Agrippa said to Paul, “You almost persuade me to become a Christian.” Or was he?

Again, did Felix, Festus, or Agrippa ever come to believe in Jesus???

In Acts 27, Paul’s final voyage commences. He will be on his way to Rome, armed with the Gospel!

Paul continued to tell his story. Do we share our “before and after” story?
