1. Paul would talk. A lot! V 2
2. He encouraged them. V 2
3. He strengthened them. 18:23
4. He appointed elders. 14:23
5. He prayed for them. 14:23; 20:36; Eph 5:1-23
6. He commended them to the Lord. 14:23; 20:32
	
Paul was not seeking martyrdom, but he was willing to die for Christ!

II. IN TROAS: STAY ____________! Acts 20:6-12


III. ON TO MILETUS: STAY __________________. 
Acts 20:13-16

Paul would stop when God led him to stop and go when God led him to go. His plan was still to be in Jerusalem for the Passover.

IV. PAUL AND THE ELDERS IN EPHESUS: STAY _______________. Acts 20:17-28

There are titles for certain church leaders that are interchangeable:

	1. Elders. Presbuteros. V 17 
	2. Bishops. Episcopos, Overseers. V 28
	3. Pastors. Poimen, shepherds of flocks. V28
	4. Note the use of all three titles together: "To the elders I say, ‘Be shepherds of God's flock, serving as overseers.’" 1 Pet 5:1-2; Acts 20:17-18, 28 et al.

V. WORDS OF WARNING: STAY _____________. Acts 20:29-38

Watch out for attacks from without.

Also watch out for attacks from within.

What a man! IMO, Paul was the greatest man who ever lived, next to Jesus

If you can’t be like Jesus, aspire to be like Paul. If you succeed, you will do very well!
