III. how to get ______ of debt.

Begin NOW to live within your means. Draw up a budget and stick to it. Cut up your credit cards and be careful of your ATM card and overdraft protection. Agree to stop spending. Covenant to pray together about your debt and ask God to provide your needs and wants. Psa 37:3-5 Formulate a plan:

1. Pick out the smallest balances, pay those off, then pour “extra” payments into the larger debts.
2. Pick the highest percentage rates on small debts and prepay that.
3. Always pay more than the minimum.
4. Communicate with your creditors.
5. Do not take out bankruptcy unless there was a catastrophic event. (Even then, you can agree to pay creditors.)
6. Establish an emergency fund that is for EMERGENCIES. (Going to a Padres’ game is NOT an emergency!)
