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A theological description of God’s omnipresence: God is everywhere in everyplace; His center is everywhere; His circumference is nowhere. But His presence is spiritual and not a material presence; yet it is a real presence. The Great Doctrines of the Bible, p 33.

I. __________________ STATEMENTS OF FACT. Jer 23:23-24 

God asks two rhetorical questions: 1) Am I only a God right here, but not a God far away? 2) Do you think you can find a place to hide from Me? He then makes a statement of fact: I (God) fill heaven and earth. Psa 139:7-12. There is nowhere that God is not!


II. __________________ WITHIN THE TRINITY.

The doctrine of God’s omnipresence does not teach that God is everywhere present in the same sense. 
1 Kings 8:30; Rev 21:2; Isa 66:1a 

The Father’s throne is in heaven.

Jesus Christ is at the Father’s right hand, but was specifically manifested on the earth. (As recorded in the gospels.)

The Holy Spirit is manifested everywhere.


III. THE _______________ OF THIS DOCTRINE.

If we are saved, God is ALWAYS WITHIN US! What a comfort this is. (This is called the reciprocal indwelling of God!) He  is in us and we are in Him.  

This truth is not only comforting, but it is also protective.
Psa 139:17-18; Mat 28:20b 

His omnipresence is comforting, protective, and a warning! He knows where you are, and He is there, every second of every day! Gen 16:13

The fact is, we are never alone! Acts 17:27-28 

God made humanity for two purposes: (1) to inhabit the earth (Acts 17:26) and (2) to seek him (Acts 17:27).[footnoteRef:1] [1:  John B. Polhill, Acts, vol. 26, The New American Commentary (Nashville: Broadman & Holman Publishers, 1992), 374.] 


Wherever we are while we are inhabiting the earth, and whenever we seek Him, He is always “there!”

If we draw near to Him, He will draw near to us (James 4:8a) and He will never, ever leave or forsake us! (Heb 13:5b).

CONC:

God is simultaneously and entirely present everywhere at all times. He is not bound by space or time; rather, His fullness fills all of creation.

When we couple the omnipresence of God with His omniscience and omnipotence, it is no wonder that we must conclude that God is the One, and Only, Awesome God!
