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God knows everything there is to know, past, present, and future. And He knows it perfectly!

I. GOD’S KNOWLEDGE IS ABSOLUTE AND ________________. Pro 15:3; Psa 139:7-12 

He not only knows our actions and where we are, He knows our motives!!! Our hearts! Our private thoughts!

II. GOD HAS PERFECT KNOWLEDGE OF ALL THAT IS IN ______________.

Gen 15:5a; Mat 10:29-31

III. GOD KNOWS ALL THAT TRANSPIRES IN HUMAN _____________. Pro 5:21; Psa 139:2-4 	

He knows every action, every word spoken, and even every thought everyone has ever had! 8 billion people...thinking...no problem! God knows!

God knows your suffering, your grief, your pain, your hopelessness...in fact, He endured it!

The Father turned His back and was silent as Jesus hung on the cross! Ever felt like God had forsaken you?

IV. GOD KNOWS, FROM ALL ETERNITY TO ALL ETERNITY, WHAT WILL TAKE PLACE.

Acts 15:18 Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the world [ages.]

That leads to some perceived problems:

1. Why does God allow evil if He knows it will happen? 

2. The truth of His omniscience is beyond our ability to grasp (unsearchable). 

3. We must not confuse the foreknowledge of God with His foreordination. 

V. THE ____________ OF HIS OMNISCIENCE.

1. Exhaustive knowledge: God knows all thoughts, actions, and hidden things (Psalm 139).

2. Total foreknowledge: God knows the future perfectly, including every conceivable potential event.

3. Unlearned understanding: God never learns, forgets, or is surprised.

4. Immediate and eternal knowledge: God has always known everything and never gains new information.
