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The KJV records some form of the word “thanks” a total of 139 times! Today let’s look at a “theology of thanksgiving…”

I. THE ___________ OF THANKSGIVING. Psa 26:6-7 ESV

	Some translators say this means to sing aloud a hymn of thanksgiving for the mighty works of God. Have we confessed our sins to Him? Have we sung aloud His mighty works?

II. THE OFFERING OF THANKSGIVING. Psa 50:14-15 

	Make your act of thanksgiving a holy sacrifice to God. 
Give thanks – keep your promises to Him – call upon Him when you are in trouble.

III. COME INTO HIS PRESENCE WITH THANKSGIVING. Psa 95:2 ESV

	We “come into His presence…” 

		1. When we pray.
		2. When we worship.
		3. When we assemble together.

IV. ENTER HIS __________ WITH THANKSGIVING.
Psa 100:4 ESV 

	The mention of “gates” and “courts” points primarily to the temple-worship, but the reference may be, “typical or metaphorical” rather than literal. 

	Be thankful unto him, or, give thanks unto him (RV). And bless his Name.



V. THE SACRIFICE OF THANKSGIVING. Psa 107:22 

	Has God healed us through His Word? Have we made known His deeds by singing His praises to the heavens as an act of worship???

VI. THE SUPPLICATION OF THANKSGIVING. Phil 4:6 

	Anxiety is real. Stressors exacerbate anxiety.
Anxiety is curable! By prayer and supplication with thanksgiving! Vs 7 and 9

VII. THE ____________ OF THANKSGIVING. Col 4:2 ESV 

	This means to occupy oneself with prayer; be persistent in prayer; even “to be loyal to them in prayer.” “Being watchful” means to stay awake; be on alert. It implies a correlation to being on guard duty. “With thanksgiving” means being grateful for what God has done in our lives and what He has given to us.

VIII. __________ WITH THANKSGIVING. 1 Tim 4:1-3 ESV 

	A sign of the latter times is that people will depart from the faith. That is called apostasy. They are branded as prisoners of Satan and have no sensitivity to right and wrong.

CONC:

	Voice your offering and your sacrifice of thanksgiving with songs, prayers, and grateful reception.
