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That question has been lingering with me since Dr. Lynne Gackle and
I worked a shift in the Patch together last month. It’s from a piece of
music you’ll hear our choir sing soon. It’s a great question, and I’m
hoping throughout Advent the Christmas seasons at CCC, we will find
ourselves saying time and again, “Yes it does!”

The next seven — SEVEN! — pages detail all of the opportunities you
have to let the Stable — along with every part of the amazing Nativity
story — still astonish. All of it will be wonderful, but speaking of
wonder, let me highlight my Advent message series, “I Wonder as I
Wonder:”

Scripture encourages us to approach God with “awe and wonder”
(Hebrews 12:28). Awe is an intense, often humbling reaction to
something vast and overwhelming, while wonder is the deeper,
lasting curiosity and fascination that may follow, inspiring
exploration and understanding. 

Advent is a wonderful time to wonder — to want to learn and make
sense of the night that a Savior was born, the Word became flesh,
and a light arose.
