At full capacity, we hope to provide homes for
over 300 formerly homeless individuals and
will provide wrap-around services with existing
Mission Waco programs and partners to keep
them off the streets and in community. 
“Homeless” includes those as defined by HUD
and some who may have been staying at low-
income motels.
20% of the community will include “Missional”
residents who are not formerly homeless but
choose to live in community with those who
are. This mixed-income approach
creates healthier and more
sustainable neighborhoods.
”Missionals” will help provide
residential care and community.
