WĔėĘčĎĕ SęĞđĊ Ćę CĔěĊēĆēę:  8:30 am Worship is simple, with two traditional hymns in a 
45 minute service centered on worship and sacrament. 10:30 am  worship is a blended 
style.  Music intentionally comes from a variety of genres to remind us of the diversity of 
our faith, and is an intentional appeal to find unity not in worship style, but unity through 
a worshipping community in Jesus Christ.
