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Learning to Hear God's Voice in Prayer

Prayer can feel a little confusing sometimes.

3 X We know we are supposed to talk to God, but many of us wonder, “How do | know If God is
R O O Cl" E ¢ talking back?" Teens ask this question. Parents ask this question. Youth pastors ask this
question too, usually while drinking coffee and trying to remember where they put their Bible.

The good news is that hearing God's voice does not have to be mysterious or
weird. Most of the time, God speaks in quiet, steady, ordinary ways.

( : S M God speaks first and most clearly through His Word. If we want to know what God
COL 2:6-7 sounds like, we start with Scripture. God will never lead us in a direction that goes

against what He has already said in the Bible. That means one of the best ways to hear God
in prayer is toread a passage of Scripture and then pray about it. Ask, “Lord, what do You want me to see here? What do | need
to obey? What do | need to trust You with?”

God also speaks through His Spirit, giving us conviction, peace, wisdom, and direction. Sometimes that looks like being
reminded to apologize. Sometimes it is the quiet nudge to stop scrolling and spend a few minutes with Him. It may not come
with thunder, lightning, or a movie soundtrack, but God is still at work.

For parents, this is a great opportunity to model prayer as a normal part of life. Let your teenager hear you say things like, “I'm
praying about that,” or “Let's ask God for wisdom."” You do not have to make it formal or fancy. In fact, some of the best spiritu-
al conversations happen in the car, at the dinner table, or right before bed when everyone is suddenly wide awake for no reason.

For teens, remember this: hearing God's voice takes practice. Like learning to recognize a friend's voice in a crowded room, we
grow more familiar with God as we spend time with Him. Don't be discouraged if prayer feels quiet sometimes. Silence does
not mean God is absent. He is patient, present, and near.

Jesus said, “My sheep hear my voice, and | know them, and they follow me" (John 10:27). That is a comforting promise. God is
not trying to hide from His people. He wants us to know Him, walk with Him, and follow Him.

So take a few minutes to slow down and pray. Open your Bible. Be honest with God. Listen patiently.
You may find that God's voice is not always the loudest voice in your life, but it is always the voice you need most.
