Read John 17:14-18
Each person share about one of the following questions:

What did you like about this passage?

What didn’t you like or made you uncomfortable about this passage?
What didn’t you understand about this passage?

What does this passage teach us about Jesus?

Read Hebrews 12:1

Discuss the phrase: “Surrounded by a great cloud of witnesses”
Share someone who made a spiritual impact on you. How might life look
differently if you knew that person was “surrounding” you?

Aaron said that the “race marked out for us” is our part in God's Kingdom.

Discuss your thoughts about God “marking out a race for us”.
What is the difference between your own race, and the one God marked for you?
Where / when do you see yourself running your own race?

We 've talked a lot about the Kingdom of God: God's Reign, through God's people,
over God's creation..

Why is it important to strive to live FOR and not just IN his Kingdom?
Discuss ways God may be inviting you deeper into living for His Kingdom.

What got your attention during the message/discussion this week?

Why did it get your attention? (What made you mad, sad, glad or go hmm?)
What might God be saying to you about this?

What might God be saying to do/be about this?

What ways do you need to step more fully into a true follower of Jesus?

Spend some time praying for them and for one another.
