Read Ezekiel 14:1-5

e Discuss the difference between idols they bowed down to, and idols in their heart.
e Discuss why you think God said he wouldn’t answer them.
e Discuss the importance of the heart in worship.

Aaron and Trent said this: “Worship is not an event: It’s a way of life”

e Do you agree or disagree? Why or why not?
e How have you seen this in your life?
e Share how you view worship and its impact in your life.

Aaron shared 3 steps for how to develop a heart of worship:
Ask for it, Practice it, Prepare for it.

e s there a step that you feel you need to focus on this week?
e Discuss things that you believe block you from fully engaging in worship.
e How would a change of heart help with this?

What got your attention during the message/discussion this week?

Why did it get your attention? (What made you mad, sad, glad or go hmm?)
What might God be saying to you about this?

What might God be saying to do/be about this?

What ways do you need to step more fully into a true follower of Jesus?

Before you leave, go around and name someone in your life who needs Christ.
Spend some time praying for them and for one another.

As we observe, reflect,
and discuss with others, we continually ask
“what is God saying” (repent). As we plan, set
up accountability, and act, we step into “what
