STUDY GUIDE

Read I Samuel 7:1-10
Each person share about one of the following questions:

What did you like about this passage?

What didn’t you like or made you uncomfortable about this passage?
What didn’t you understand about this passage?

What does this passage teach us about Jesus?

In 1 Samuel 7:1-4, we see that God's presence (in the form of the ark) is back with
God's people, but He doesn t act until the people are desperate for Him.

e Do you consider yourself genuinely desperate to have God move powerfully in
your life?
e I[fnot, why? If so, what does that desperation look like?

In 1 Samuel 7:5-6 God's people gather for revival.

Why is time together as believers so important for our journey of faith?
Why do you think people today have such difficulty prioritizing regularly
gathering together as followers of Jesus?

Even when the enemy shows up in 1 Samuel 7:7, God begins to bring about
deliverance (verses §8-10).

e What would revival deliverance look like in your life? In our community?
What got your attention during the message/discussion this week?

Why did it get your attention? (What made you mad, sad, glad or go hmm?)
What might God be saying to you about this?

What might God be saying to do/be about this?

What ways do you need to step more fully into a true follower of Jesus?

Before you leave, go around and name someone in your life who needs Christ.
Spend some time praying for them and for one another.

The “Learning Circle”
is a tool to help guide us in the spiritual
transformation process. As we observe, reflect, *
and discuss with others, we continually ask
“what is God saying” (repent). As we plan, set
up accountability, and act, we step into “what
does God want us to do or
be” (believe).
