Scripture Storytelling  

Daniel Dexter, a staff minister from Christ Our Redeemer Lutheran Church (WELS) in El Paso, TX, will 
be visiting St. Paul’s with his ‘Scripture Storytelling.’  He memorizes books of the Bible and then shares 
them word-for-word in what he calls a ‘storytelling’ style.

, Daniel will share a portion of Genesis with 

the theme: In The Beginning: From Creation to Christ.  From creation to the fall into sin to the great 
flood to God’s covenant with Abraham, Daniel weaves New Testament verses into the Genesis account 
to demonstrate that Christ truly is at the heart of Scripture, even from the very beginning.

It All Began With God 
ñAlways be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the 

hope that you have.ò 1 Peter 3:15 
“Truth isn’t truth.” Rudolf Giuliani said these words in a “Meet the Press” interview recently, starting a 
firestorm of media coverage. Each person in our culture, apparently, can have his or her own version 
of the truth.  So who can say definitively what truth really is? 
 
Pontius Pilate had a similar notion while interviewing Jesus when he said, “What is truth?”  Pilate’s 
question suggests that it isn’t possible to find the truth. People lie, and truth is spun to the benefit of 
the speaker.  It seems nothing has changed in the world in a couple of millennia. 
 
“I am the way, the truth, and the life,” Jesus tells his disciples. As Christians, we know where truth is 
found – Jesus! When we open our Bibles, we find absolute truth. Cling to that truth each and every 
day, dear disciples of Christ, so that you can resist the many temptations to find “alternative facts.” 
Only through Him do we find truth.
