Opening Prayer 

P: Let us pray. 

 O God, rich in mercy, full of kindness, out of your great love, you raise us up 

from sin and death and make us alive together with Christ. Write your word 

upon our hearts and restore in us the image of your love that, by your Spirit, 

our way of life may become the way of Christ, through whom we pray. 

All: Amen.

The Gospel Reading: John 4:5-15 NRSVue 

P: So he came to a Samaritan city called Sychar, near the plot of ground that  

Jacob had given to his son Joseph. 6 Jacob’s well was there, and Jesus,  

tired out by his journey, was sitting by the well. It was about noon. 
7 A Samaritan woman came to draw water, and Jesus said to her, “Give me  

a drink.” 8 (His disciples had gone to the city to buy food.) 9 The Samaritan 

woman said to him, “How is it that you, a Jew, ask a drink of me, a woman  

of Samaria?” (Jews do not share things in common with Samaritans.) 10 Jesus 

answered her, “If you knew the gift of God and who it is that is saying to you, 

‘Give me a drink,’ you would have asked him, and he would have given you 

living water.” 11 The woman said to him, “Sir, you have no bucket, and the 

well is deep. Where do you get that living water? 12 Are you greater than our 

ancestor Jacob, who gave us the well and with his sons and his flocks drank 

from it?” 13 Jesus said to her, “Everyone who drinks of this water will be 

thirsty again, 14 but those who drink of the water that I will give them will 

never be thirsty. The water that I will give will become in them a spring of 

water gushing up to eternal life.” 15 The woman said to him, “Sir, give me  

this water, so that I may never be thirsty or have to keep coming here to  

 draw water.”

Prayers of the Church:  

P: Driven by the Spirit into Lent’s wilderness, let us pray for the church and the 

world, responding, “Hear us, and have mercy.” 

 (A brief silence) 

P: That the baptized may mirror the faithfulness of Jesus  

 in this holy season, we pray: … hear us and have mercy. 

 

P: That those preparing for baptism and confirmation may follow Jesus’  

example of righteousness, we pray … hear us and have mercy. 

 

P: That those consumed by hunger for power and wealth may worship God 

alone, we pray, … hear us and have mercy. 

 

P: That works of justice and charity may turn the stones of poverty and despair 

into the bread of freedom and hope, we pray … hear us and have mercy. 

 

P: That God’s messengers may comfort the sick in their time of trial, we pray  

… hear us and have mercy. 

 

P: That this assembly may keep Lent with good works of fasting, almsgiving, 

and prayer, we pray … hear us and have mercy. 

 

P: For these and all the prayers we offer now in the silence of our hearts, <PAUSE> 

Oh Lord, we pray … hear us and have mercy. 

 

P: Hear us, God of salvation, and give us the gifts of fasting, prayer,  

and almsgiving to sustain us in Lent’s wilderness, that Easter may find  

us renewed and joyful in the light of Christ’s glory, to the praise  

of your holy name.

Healing   

Leader 1: A reading from James. (pause) 

 Are any among you suffering? They should pray.  

 Are any cheerful? They should sing songs of praise.  

 Are any among you sick?  

 They should call for the elders of the church and have them pray over them,  

  anointing them with oil in the name of the Lord.  

 The prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise them up,  

  and anyone who has committed sins will be forgiven.  

 Therefore confess your sins to one another and pray for one another, so that you 

may be healed. 

 

Leader 2: Those who desire prayer and anointing are invited to kneel at the altar.  

       You may also come forward and light a candle around the cross.  

 

Leader 1: Come, you who are overcome by guilt or shame or fear.  

Leader 2: Come, you who long for wholeness in body, mind, and spirit. 

Leader 1: Come, you who ache for the healing of relationships or memories. 

Leader 2: Come, you who long for the healing of the nations and for mercy for all. 

Leader 1: Come, you who are filled with doubt or sorrow. 

Leader 2: Come, you who weep with those who weep,  

   and you who wait with those to whom death draws near.  

 

 P: in the name of our Savior Jesus Christ, be strengthened and filled with  

 God’s grace, that you may know the healing power of the Spirit. Amen. 

 or 

 P: Receive this oil as a sign of forgiveness 

  and healing in Jesus Christ. Amen.

P: Gathered into one by the Holy Spirit, let us pray as Jesus taught us: 

All: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name, 

    thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. 

   Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses, 

    as we forgive those who trespass against us; and lead us  

   not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the  

    kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever and ever.
