Intro to the Reading:

L: Trying to do the right thing does not guarantee that we will not experience diffi-
culties, hardships, rejection, or even suffering. In today's reading from First Pe-
ter, Christ is presented as the model for our path of endurance and loyalty to God,
particularly amid adversity. In John's gospel, Those who listen to Jesus are led to
abundant life. Our first reading comes from the 2nd chapter of First Peter...

First Reading: 1 Peter 2:19-25 NRSVue

L: "It is a commendable thing if, being aware of God, a person endures pain while
suffering unjustly. 2° If you endure when you are beaten for doing wrong, what
credit is that? But if you endure when you do good and suffer for it, this is a
commendable thing before God. *' For to this you have been called, because
Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you should follow in
his steps.

22«He committed no sin,
and no deceit was found in his mouth.”

> When he was abused, he did not return abuse; when he suffered, he did not
