Intro to the Reading:  
L: More than a doctrine, the Trinity expresses the heart of our faith: we have  

experienced the God of creation now in Jesus Christ and with us always through 
the Holy Spirit. A reading from a portion of the creation in Genesis 1 and 2... 

 
First Reading: Genesis 1:1-5, 31-2:4 NRSVue 

L: 1 When God began to create the heavens and the earth, 2 the earth was complete 
chaos, and darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God swept 
over the face of the waters. 3 Then God said, “Let there be light,” and there was 
light. 4 And God saw that the light was good, and God separated the light from the 
darkness. 5 God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there 
was evening and there was morning, the first day. 
  31 God saw everything that he had made, and indeed, it was very good.  
And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day. 
  2:1 Thus the heavens and the earth were finished and all their multitude.  
2 On the sixth day God finished the work that he had done, and he rested on the  

 seventh day from all the work that he had done. 3 So God blessed the seventh day 
and hallowed it, because on it God rested from all the work that he had done in 
creation.4a These are the generations of the heavens and the earth when they were 
created.

L: [Paul writes:] 11 Finally, brothers and sisters, farewell. Be restored; listen to my 

appeal; agree with one another; live in peace; and the God of love and peace will 
be with you. 12 Greet one another with a holy kiss. All the saints greet you. 
  13 The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the communion of 
the Holy Spirit be with all of you.
