Takeaway
Our attitudes are not a reaction to our circumstances, but a response of gratitude to the gospel.

Grow DEEPER
1Cor13.4//

Live DEEPER
Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit. Rather, in humility value others above
yourselves, not looking to your own interests but each of you to the interests of the others. In
Your relationships with one another, have the same mindset as Christ Jesus:
Who, being in very nature God,
did not consider equality with God something to be used to His own
advantage,;
rather, He made Himself nothing
by taking the very nature of a servant,
being made in human likeness.
And being found in appearance as a man,
He humbled Himself
by becoming obedient to death-
even death on a Cross!
Considered by many to be an early hymn of first century Christians, this passage describes the fullness of
Jesus’ humanity, His humility as a man, and His obedience to God through surrendering and sacrificing His
life in a gruesome, and somehow beautiful death on the Cross.

Look DEEPER
Does your attitude reflect Jesus’? Do you serve? Are you humble? Obedient?
Are you trying to save your life through trying? Are you picking up your Cross or merely pointing to it?

Love DEEPER

Jesus is the perfection of true humanity. His life and obedience are reflections of everything we were
meant to be, but could never accomplish on our own. In complete obedience, Jesus laid aside His privilege
as being fully God in order to be seen as fully man, and gave Himself up for the glory of the Father, and our
salvation.
