Live DEEPER

Life is full of mazes. There are twists and turns. Detours, dead-ends, and roadblocks. It can be confusing,
frustrating, and defeating. You feel like you know which way to go, you believe you make the right, or the
best decision, and somehow you find yourself falling on your face. In Isaiah 30, God addresses the maze
of life in grace. Israel had largely ignored His instructions on which way to go, which direction to turn, and
the path to take. This left them hard-hearted, and lost. Yet, as soon as they called on Him, He came
running to their rescue. “How gracious He will be when you cry for help! As soon as He hears, He will
answer you.”

God is not interested in confusing you. He is not a far-off being who likes to play cosmic games with your
life. The opposite is true. God is near. Jesus stepped into the maze and told said, | am your Helper, and the
Way. So not only does He guide you, but He is the Way through the maze. He is the only path you can
take to God. When you are lost or scared or broken or confused, you can cryout to Him, and He hears
you. He hears you, and in grace, He answers you, speaking into your situation and telling you which way
to turn. Know + believe Jesus is present in your maze.

Look DEEPER

Which path are you walking down, today?

Is it one God has called you to follow? Or one you are taking on your own?
Whose voice are you following?

Who is telling you when to move? When to turn right, or left? When to stop?

Love DEEPER

Jesus calls us to follow a path He has set for us. It's not always easy, it doesn't always makes sense, and
it can be far from safe. But it is for the glory of God, and our good. When you have moments of doubt,
walk in His ways. When you have moments of defeat, proclaim His victory. When you have moments of
fear, claim His strength. Jesus is the Way, and by following His guidance, following His voice, we are able
to walk upon the path He has set for us.
