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REFLECTIONS

Repentance is primarily a relational act. The Lord says to the people, “Return to me.” It is not first
and foremost about “fixing” deviant behaviors or conforming once again to prescribed ethical
norms; it is about relationally reconnecting with the Lord. That is why the fathers are not only
faulted for walking in evil ways and adopting evil practices but for not listening or paying attention
to God (v.4). For the postexilic community, repentance had to be more than simply rebuilding the
temple. Their efforts at reconstruction had to be energized by a heartfelt return to the Lord that
sought to live in covenant relationship with him.
