On Easter Sunday, Milah Be-
navides, Lisa Encinas, and Dominick Rodriguez publicly declared their faith in Christ through 
baptism, and later in the month Daniel Batista followed in obedience as well. These moments 
remind us that God is moving among us, drawing people to Himself and calling us to continue 
embracing the mission of making disciples. 
As we look ahead, May is filled with wonderful opportunities for prayer, fellowship, and celebra-
tion. We will join believers across the nation for the National Day of Prayer, enjoy a joyful time to-
gether at our Lake Day, and later this month celebrate our graduating students during Graduate 
Recognition Sunday, followed by our Grace Students Fundraiser Lunch.
