Repetition of the verses is 
important and helpful in memorizing Scripture.

Encourage your Trailblazers to take notes 
during lesson time.

Trailblazers are encouraged to memorize 
their verse at home, as this helps build a 
strong foundation in God’s Word. Our leaders 
are glad to partner with you by reviewing the 
verse together during small group time.
