Study these Bible verses for Godôs Word on the subject: 
    1. ñFor all have sinned, and come short of the glory of Godò. (Rom. 3:23) 
 Everyone is a sinnerðthere are no exceptions. 
 

    2. ñFor the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our 
 Lordò. (Rom. 6:23) 
 Death means separation forever from God. Eternal life comes by trusting Jesus Christ. 
 

    3. ñBut God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for 
 us.ò. (Rom.5:8) 
 God loved us sinners so much that He gave His son to die for our sins. 
 

    4. ñIf thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God 
 hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be savedò. (Rom. 10:9) 
 To be born again, you must believe that Jesus died for your sins and declare that you accept 
 Him as Lord of your life. 
 

    5. ñFor whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be savedò. (Rom.10:13) 
 This is Godôs promise to you that if you receive Jesus as Lord, He will save you. 
 

Confess your decision to the Lord now as you pray this prayer: 
 

Dear God, I know I have sinned by breaking Your laws, and I ask for Your forgiveness. I believe that Jesus died for my 
sins. I want to be born again and receive new life in Him. I will follow Jesus as my Lord and obey Him in all that I do. 
In the name of Jesus I pray. Amen.

A Memorial Day  
 

ñThen Samuel took a stone, and set it between Mizpeh and Shen, and called the 
name of it Ebenezer, saying, Hitherto hath the LORD helped us.ò 1 Samuel 7:12 
 

     This verse celebrates the victory that the LORD gave Israel over their enemy, 
the Philistines. Israel had been unfaithful to God, but under Samuelôs ministry, 
there was a revival. The people stopped worshipping idols and returned to 
worship the LORD with all their hearts, to serve Him alone (verses 3-4).  They 
confessed their sins, fasted and prayed for Godôs blessing, and with great faith 
believed He would rescue them as He promised. 
 

     In a miraculous way (how else does God work?), God ñthundered a great 
thunder on that day upon the Philistinesò and gave them victory over their 
enemy (verses 7-11). After the battle was won, Samuel set up a memorial to 
commemorate Godôs faithfulness and care for His people, and to remind them of 
their commitment to follow Him alone with their whole hearts (verse 12). He 
named this memorial, ñEbenezer,ò which can be translated ñstone of help.ò Isnôt 
that what God is for you and I? 
 

     Memorials are powerful and necessary things that we can look to in times we 
may be tempted to doubt Godôs goodness or give the glory due to Him alone 
elsewhere by trusting in anything or anyone but Him. They remind us of His 
past goodness to us and of our decision to look to Him to be our ñstone of help.ò 
 

     Last month we celebrated the death and resurrection of Christ; there is no 
greater memorial than the cross and the empty tomb to which we might look to 
remember His provision and our decision. But it is helpful to also create other 
ñmemorialsò in our lives. Just about every Bible has blank pages at the 
beginning or end. These can be a perfect place to record the times in our lives 
when God came through for us, and we can turn to them in times of doubt for a 
personal and powerful reminder of our commitment to Him and His 
commitment to us. Let the memorials of Godôs past action on your behalf fuel 
your faith in His present and future grace to you!
