Someone leaving our Easter services made this comment… 
 

“I wish it could be Easter every day!” 
 

Well, here’s the good news. And you know where I am going with this. It is Easter…every…single…day. I think 
we forget that. I know I do. But the truth of the Resurrection of Jesus is ever so present. Because… 
 

…it is not a metaphor 
…it is not a myth… 
…it is not an illusion.  
 

Jesus Christ physically rose from the dead, the power of sin has been broken, and death has been defeated. 
It is not just a story it is the truest reality. Let me again share these words from C.S. Lewis… 
 

“He has forced open a door that has been locked since the death of the first man. He has met, fought, and 
beaten the King of Death. Everything is different because He has done so. This is the beginning of the New 

Creation: a new chapter in cosmic history has opened.” 
 

Yes. Everything is different because he has done so. Especially in the places where we least see or sense the 
difference.
