We will be holding selection of leaders on April 12, 2026. This will constitute part one of the annual meeting

1. Ina 67-1 vote, the ballot for the selection of leaders was ratified on March 22",

2. The membership of the Community Chapel Church of the Nazarene will be electing three (3) members to

the Church Board for three-year terms and as needed, delegates to the District Assembly and District
Nazarene Missions International Convention.

Each active member who is 15 years old and older (having been through membership training and
officially received into membership) will be asked to verify their membership status. They will then be
given a ballot and asked to vote. Upon completion of their voting, their ballot will be received in a
confidential manner. Votes will be counted that day and clear elections posted at www.community-

chapel.org by the following Tuesday. There is no absentee or online balloting.

In the event there is a tie for any position, a ballot for breaking the tie will be conducted as soon as
possible.
