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Opener Question 
1. When you see injustice in the world, why do you instinctively feel that something is “wrong” and should be made right—and what does that suggest about the nature of justice?

Read 1 Corinthians 15:55–56
2. Paul says the “sting” of death is sin. What does that reveal about the relationship between sin and death—and why is that connection often ignored or minimized today?


Read: Romans 6:23
3. If death is described as the “wages” of sin, what does that imply about accountability before God—and how does that challenge the idea that people are basically good?


Read John 10:17-18
4. How does this passage shape your understanding of the cross as both an act of love and an act of purpose, rather than a tragic accident?

Read: 1 Corinthians 15:3–8
5. Paul roots the gospel in specific events and eyewitnesses. Why is that significant—and what does it suggest about whether Christianity is based on faith alone or historical reality?



6. How does the number and variety of witnesses (individuals and groups) strengthen the case for the resurrection?


Read: Romans 4:25
7. Paul says Jesus was raised for our justification. What does this mean—and how does the resurrection confirm that the work of the cross was sufficient?



8. How does the resurrection change the meaning of death for those who are in Christ, in light of what we read in 1 Corinthians 15?
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
