
The Invasion of Grace
Luke 4:31-44

1. The King Speaks with Authority (vv. 31–32)
Jesus isn’t just speaking about God…He is God..
When Jesus opens His mouth, God is speaking. 

2. The King Conquers the Enemy (vv. 33–37)
Demons recognize what many people miss: Jesus is the Son of God.
When the King arrives, the enemy knows their days are numbered. 
The Kingdom of God advances by the Word of Christ.

3. The King Restores the Broken (vv. 38–41)
Sickness and suffering bow to His Word.
Miracles are not the mission…they are signs pointing to the mission.
Jesus did not come merely to improve lives, but to restore them.

4. The King Proclaims the Gospel (vv. 42–44)
“I must preach the good news of the Kingdom of God.”
The Kingdom of God is the rule of God.
Signs and wonders authenticate the mission…they are not the mission itself.
Jesus’ first priority was to preach the Word.

Application

1. Repent and Believe the Gospel.
The King has come. Will you bow?

2. Guard the Mission of the Church.
The church is not an entertainment venue or a social project…
it is a community gathered to hear and proclaim God’s Word.

3. Take Up the Mission.
Advance the Kingdom by proclaiming the very Word that saved you.
